         21ST CENTURY IDOLS        
 by: Rev. Patrick Ezimora, CCE 

INTRODUCTION 

“The idols of the nations are silver and gold, the work 
of human hands. They have mouths, but they do not 
speak; they have eyes, but they do not see; they have 
ears, but they do not hear, and there is no breath in 
their mouths. Those who make them and all who trust 
in them shall become like them” (Psalm 135:15-18) 

What does the word “idol” evoke in you? A celebrity? 
Your favourite TV show or maybe your most adorable 
artist or stage performer? No matter what you are 
thinking right now, did you know that, from its                 
etymology (“eidolon”: form or shape), ‘idol’ has to do 
with something that is adored or worshipped like 
some sort of deity? There you go! Idols were              
hand-made representations of some invisible gods. 
Yet, this precisely speaks to the falsity of those forms 
or shapes of divinities. To put it together, an idol is a 
false god. Although idols seem endowed with some 
superpowers, they are rather ‘deceptive’ emulations 
of the Almighty, uncreated, and eternal God. But let 
us get things straight here: There is nothing                 
intrinsically wrong with admiring people for their 
unique abilities; nor is there any problem with making 
great use of things such as money, technological 
gadgets, or social media. On the contrary, these 
amazing people and artificial products are there to 
enhance our integral well-being. Nonetheless, idolatry 
steps in when we literally worship our fellow human 
beings or some man-made stuff as if they were the 
author and end of our lives, in which case they would 
no longer enhance, but rather hinder and even                
terminate our holistic maturity.

IDOLOS DEL SIGLO XXI

INTRODUCCIÓN 

 
"Los ídolos de las naciones son plata y oro, obra de 
manos humanas.Tienen boca, pero no hablan; tienen 
ojos, pero no ven; tienen oídos, pero no oyen, y no hay 
aliento en sus bocas. Los que los hacen y todos los que 
confían en ellos llegarán a ser como ellos" (Salmo 
135:15-18)¿Qué evoca en ti la palabra "ídolo"?  
 
¿Qué le evoca la palabra "ídolo"? ¿Una celebridad? 
¿Tu programa de televisión favorito o tal vez tu 
artista o escenógrafo más adorable?                                 
Independientemente de lo que esté pensando ahora 
mismo, ¿sabía que, por su etimología ("eidolon":          
forma o figura), "ídolo" tiene que ver con algo que se 
adora o venera como una especie de deidad? Eso es. 
Los ídolos eran representaciones hechas a mano de 
algunos dioses invisibles. Sin embargo, esto habla 
precisamente de la falsedad de esas formas o figuras 
de divinidades. En resumen, un ídolo es un dios falso. 
Aunque los ídolos parecen dotados de algunos super-
poderes, son más bien emulaciones "engañosas" del 
Dios Todopoderoso, increado y eterno. Pero dejemos 
las cosas claras: No hay nada intrínsecamente malo 
en admirar a las personas por sus habilidades únicas; 
tampoco hay ningún problema en hacer un gran uso 
de cosas como el dinero, los artilugios tecnológicos o 
las redes sociales. Al contrario, estas personas asom-
brosas y estos productos artificiales están ahí para 
mejorar nuestro bienestar integral. Sin embargo, la 
idolatría entra en escena cuando literalmente adora-
mos a nuestros semejantes o a algunas cosas hechas 
por el hombre como si fueran el autor y el fin de 
nuestras vidas, en cuyo caso ya no mejorarían, sino 
que obstaculizarían e incluso acabarían con nuestra 
madurez integral.

    July 22: Saint Mary Magdalene—Feast  
 
Saint Mary Magdalene, also known 
as Magdalene or Mary of Magdala, 
is most likely named after the      
bustling fishing village of Magdala 
on the western edge of the Sea of 
Galilee. All information about Mary 
comes from the Gospels. Luke 8:1–
3 introduces her as one of the many 
women who accompanied Jesus 
and the Twelve, providing for them 
out of their own resources. These 
women are said to have been 
“cured of evil spirits and   infirmi-

ties,” and Mary is  specifically noted to have been deliv-
ered from “seven demons.” Being delivered from seven 
demons carries significant implications. It could mean that 
Mary was genuinely possessed, obsessed, or oppressed by 
seven distinct demons. The number seven also symbolizes              
perfection, implying she may have been completely         
possessed or that her deliverance from these demons, and 
from a life of sin and evil, was a perfect deliverance. In 
other words, she never returned to the sins from which 
Jesus delivered her.     

 Saint Mary Magdalene, you lived a sinful life, but when 
you encountered Jesus, you repented and followed Him. 
You were faithful to Him throughout His ministry and were 
a witness to His death and Resurrection. Please pray for 
me, that I may always have the courage to repent of my 
sins and stand with you at the foot of the Cross so that I 
may also be a witness to the transforming effects of the               
Resurrection. Saint Mary Magdalene, pray for me. Jesus, I 
trust in You.
