St. Juliana’s vision:  Juliana was deeply devoted to the 
Holy Eucharist from an early age and according to                    
Aleteia writer Joanne McPortland, “entered religious life 
at the age of 13, serving in a hospice for lepers run by 
her community.”It was during this time that she began 
to have a peculiar vision.  As early as her sixteenth year 
Juliana had a remarkable vision while she was at prayer. 
She saw the full moon shining brightly, but upon it was a 
dark spot as if a piece of it were broken out. At first she 
could not understand the vision. The oftener she looked 
at this strange sight, the more her wonder grew.

In the fourth century, the Catholic Church struggled 

mightily against a heresy known as Macedonianism. Made 

popular by a former bishop of Constantinople called 

Macedonius, the Macedonian heresy denied the full 

divinity of the Holy Spirit, arguing instead that the Spirit 

was a created being who held an inferior role to the 

Father and the Son.
