What Are Some Psalms Worth Memorizing
For Different Occasions?

September 21: St. Matthew the Apostle—Feast

£ likely born as Levi, the son of Alphaeus.
L Though nothing is known about his
& childhood, Levi became a tax collector
P for the Roman authorities. The name
“Levi” implies that he was from the
Tribe of Levi, the tribe responsible for
Jewish liturgical worship. Though
scholars cannot arrive at a definitive conclusion about the
details of his life, it is almost universally accepted that the
Levi mentioned in Mark 2:14 and Luke 5:27 is the same
person mentioned in Matthew 9:9 by the name Matthew.
Levi might have been his original name, and Matthew may
have been the name given to him by Jesus upon his
conversion. The name Matthew means “Gift of Yahweh.”
As we honor Saint Matthew, we also celebrate the Gospel
itself. Matthew was but a human instrument; the content
of his Gospel is the Living Word of God. Ponder the
inestimable value of this Gospel that God has used to
transform countless lives. By his simple obedience to the
will of God, Saint Matthew’s efforts have been
exponentially fruitful and will continue to be so until the
end of the age.

Prayer: Saint Matthew, God called you and you responded
immediately. The emptiness you felt within your soul could

not be filled with money. When you encountered Christ, |
you left all behind to follow Him. Please pray for me, that | |

will never hesitate in saying “Yes” to God’s call in my life,
so that God can transform my life and use me as He wills.
Saint Matthew the Apostle and Evangelist, pray for me.

Eucharist is way to “rebel” against evil: Pope to
International Eucharistic Congress

“The lessons we can take in from the Holy Eucharist
always surprise us,” Pope Francis said in a
video message to the participants of the International
Eucharistic Congress in Quito, Ecuador, which got
underway on September 8 and will run through next
Sunday. In his speech, he explained how the Eucharist can
teach us to come together as brothers and sisters and
allow us to grow united as one body in the
Church.“Already the early Church Fathers told us that the
sign of bread kindles in the People of God the desire for
brotherhood, for just as bread cannot be kneaded from a
single grain, so too must we walk together, for 'though we
are many, we are one body, one bread," the Pope said.
