Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe—Solemnity
Last Sunday in Ordinary Time

Reflection: Our liturgical vyear is
ordered in such a way as to lead us
through the entire mystery of salvation
& won for us in Christ. Each liturgical
’ i year begins with Advent, when we
ponder the Incarnation that leads us to
the celebration of Jesus’ birth at Christmas. Following
Christmas we enter into the public ministry of Christ
during Ordinary Time, which begins with the feast of His
Baptism. In the midst of Ordinary Time, we enter the
deepest paschal mystery of Lent and Easter,
culminating with the Triduum of Holy Thursday, Good
Friday, and Easter Sunday. The Easter Season concludes
with Christ’s Ascension and Pentecost, the beginning of
the Church. Finally, after the rest of Ordinary Time, we
come to the great Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King
of the Universe, commonly referred to as the Feast of
Christ the King. As we celebrate this glorious solemnity,
the last Sunday of the Church’s liturgical year, deepen your
faith in the mystery it celebrates, and strengthen your
resolve to embrace the Kingship of Christ in your life, so
that through you, His Kingdom will become all the more
present in the world all around you.
Prayer: My glorious King of the Universe, You are perfect in
all of Your ways. Your divine Law must reign in my heart
and become the purpose of my life. As we honor Your
kingship this day, | rededicate myself to You and submit
more fully to Your sovereign control of my life. Please do
with me what You will, and use me to help build Your

New Vatican document lists ‘grave violations’ of
human dignity

The Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith’s new
document 'Dignitas infinita' took five years to complete,
and builds on the papal magisterium of the last decade:
from war to poverty, from violence against migrants to
violence against women, from abortion to surrogate
motherhood to euthanasia, from gender theory to
digital violence.

Three chapters offer the foundations for the fourth,
which is dedicated to "some grave violations of human
dignity". That’s the structure of the Dicastery for the
Doctrine of the Faith’s new Declaration Dignitas infinita,
which commemorates the 75th anniversary of the Uni-
versal Declaration of Human Rights and reaffirms "the
indispensable nature of the dignity of the human person
in Christian anthropology "

Should we wear our best to Mass? Fr. Mike explores the
balance between 'coming as you are' and 'putting on
your best for the Lord.'
