This weekend, we celebrate the solemnity of All Saints and
the Commemoration of All Souls. Both celebrations
challenge us to reflect on the reality of death, as well as on
the hope of life after death. The first reading (Wisdom 3.1-
9) fills our hearts with hope in the resurrection of the dead;
the second reading (Revelation 21.1-51, 6b-7) reassures us
of the victory of joy over sadness, of wellbeing over pain,
and of life over death; and, last not least, in the Gospel
reading (Luke 7.11-17), by raising a young man from the
dead, Jesus proves beyond doubts that whoever believes in
Him, even though they die, will live. Let us pray with the
Psalmist: “l will walk before the Lord in the land of the
living” (Psalm 116). Have a blessed week!
